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	BRITISH MODEL EQUINE CHAMPIONSHIPS
Guidelines for Show Holders


Dear Show Holder,

This document contains some guidelines for classes at qualifying shows for the British Model Equine Championship Show.

Sections divided by Make/Finish:
Original Finish: To include all collectible models made in plastic by Breyer; Peter Stone, Copperfox and similar, but NOT toys. NB Breyer Mini Whinnies should be shown in CT classes where available. (Original finish Commercial China & Resin models may be included in this section when they do NOT have their own individual section on the show schedule.) 

Custom: ALL models that have been customised, eg Breyer, Stone AND commercial China or resin models that have been changed from their original form (inc matte sprayed Beswick’s). Do NOT include simple CTF customs in this section.

Artist Resin: Models produced in limited quantities by the Hobby in resin. (To include Artist China, when they do not have their own section.)

Artist China: Models produced in limited quantities by the Hobby as China editions (eg a china edition of an original resin model). Includes Custom Glazed Hobby Editions. (Should be shown with Artist resin where no Artist China section is available.)

Animal Artistry: ALL resin, china or claybody customs produced by Animal Artistry/Alchemy even if they are painted by another artist. Alchemy china’s NOT based on an AA sculpture, should be shown in the Artist China section.

OF Commercial China & Resin: ALL models produced by companies such as Beswick; BFA; Sandicast and similar, that are in their original form. Breyer Porcelain & Resin editions are also included in this section (May be included in Original Finish section (as above) if show does NOT have this section on the schedule.)

CT Plastic: ALL plastic factory produced toy models (Papo, Schleich, CollectA, Breyer Mini Whinnies etc) should be shown in this section, even if slightly customised from their original format. However drastic or major customs should go in the Custom section
CT Craft: ALL Rydal, Rubbernedz, Non-Foundation Equorum models and all other handmade “craft” models should be shown in this section.

Judging Criteria (used at BMECS)
Halter/in Hand classes:

· Correctness of anatomy, biomechanics, conformation

· Breed standards including Colour that represents current (or historic with documentation) standards

· Overall appearance, finish, condition & workmanship

· Judges overall impression
Performance classes:

· Model is correctly executing a manoeuvre that is appropriate for the class (includes proper anatomy, biomechanics and suitability of model for event)

· Tack fit and suitability/correctness for the event.

· Accuracy of documentation, props (including dolls) and horse in relation to the event presented.

· Condition of model.

Workmanship classes:

· Quality and execution of finish work

· Accuracy/correctness/realism of customisation (if applicable)

· Quality of prepping

· Accuracy and realism of colour for realistic or creative use of colour for non-realistic.
