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BMECS Show Qualifier Requirements
General Information

A Qualifier is a qualifying live show for the British Model Equine Championship Show hereby abbreviated as BMECS.   

Any Model Horse Live Show held within the United Kingdom or Europe shall be eligible to be a Qualifying show provided all the requirements stated here are met. 

Every edition of a model horse live show is considered a separate entity; therefore, a show held twice within the BMECS show year is considered two separate entities and will need to register twice.

Qualifier Requirements

A BMECS Qualifier must meet the following basic requirements: 

1. To register a Live Show as a BMECS Qualifier the Live Show holder must submit to the Show Secretary, a copy of the complete show schedule and full show details which must include: 

· The Show Name, Date and Start time.   

· The Show location and Address if known. 

· The Name and Address of the person responsible for show (show holder) and the Name and Address of the Back-Up person responsible for the show in your absence.

· A Complete list of classes including the Sections the show will be divided into.                                                                                                                                                    

· The total number of classes that require Qualifier Tickets

· A list of the Rules and Regulations for the show. 

2. The show holder must inform all entrants that all 1st and 2nd placed models in the ‘open’ Performance, Breed & Workmanship classes will qualify for the BMECS. An ‘open’ class is defined as competition where the entrant is not limited by skill level, age, or years of competition. 

3. The show holder must send a copy of the Show Results, including a list of all the entrants' names, to the BMECS Secretary. Results need only be the 1st & 2nd places as well as the Champions and Reserve Champions in the Qualifying classes. The Results must be submitted via e-mail (sent within 60 days of show date) to britishmodelequinechampionship@gmail.com 

4. The show holder must advertise the show publicly, in print or over the Internet, in advance of the show date. 

· Clarification regarding the definition of ‘public’. In order for shows to be advertised publicly the show holder must advertise the show in at least one of the following ways:

· On the list of live shows for that year in the British Model Horse Collectors Facebook Page & a post in the same group when entries open

· Or on a publicly accessible website/Blog/social media page with an email address for entrants to contact the show holder with

· Or in a public magazine/print publication with appropriate contact details

5. A BMECS Qualifier must not be a "by invitation only" show; all persons must be allowed to enter.

· Members Only Shows

· Members only shows are eligible for qualification where anyone is able to join the organization and attend the show. Information on how to join the organization must be provided at the same time as the show being advertised. The show should be publicly advertised as above.

· The Show may limit the number of entrants, but in that case must accept entries on a first-come, first-serve or other impartial basis.

6. Judges at BMECS Qualifier Shows may not judge any model that he/she has worked/collaborated on. A judge may not judge any model that he/she owns or has owned within the last six months. A judge may not judge models owned by Relatives or Partners of the judge, for example Sister, Mother, Daughter, Father, Auntie, Brother, Girlfriend, Boyfriend, Wife or Husband etc. 

7. Judges MUST be a minimum of 18 yrs old and experienced in judging at Live shows. If a show holder wants to allow judges under 18 to judge qualifying classes, then they MUST have an experienced 18+ co-judge to assist in placing the 3rd place horses onwards. Only the experienced 18+ judge may place the BMECS Qualifying horses (1st & 2nd places).  

8. Registering as a BMECS Qualifying Show is free of charge however a donation to cover printing and postage costs will be payable (please see below). 

9. The show must not be advertised as a BMECS Qualifier until full confirmation has been received from the BMECS Secretary. 

10. We recommend that show holders ensure that they have appropriate judges in place prior to applying for qualification

· BMECS recommends at least 5 judges for a show of 15 entrants


11. Show holders who are under 18 years of age must have an appropriate adult who will be present at the show. They must sign the qualification document and will be responsible for any issues arising at the show.


12. All shows must have a back-up show holder

· The back up show holder will be responsible for running the live show if the show holder is unable to

· This person cannot be the same person who has co-signed the BMECS Qualification Application if the show holder is under 18 years of age

· The back up show holder should be an experienced hobbyist who will be capable of running a show at short notice, they should already be attending the live show


13. All show holders must sign this document to show that they have read and understood these rules

BMECS Qualification Procedure 

Each applicant must send the required BMECS Qualifier Registration Form, a copy of the show details & schedule, plus postage donation fee to the BMECS Secretary. Upon receipt of the application, the application will be reviewed and provided ALL the registration requirements are met, the applicant will be informed that the Live Show is now a Registered BMECS Qualifier. Shows details will then be added to the BMECS Qualifier Live Show list. 

The applicant will then receive the Qualifier Information and the correct amount of BMECS Cards.

Registered BMECS Qualifiers are the only way to qualify for entry to the British Model Equine Championship Show.

The BMECS Qualifier show year runs from mid-July to the following mid-July (exact dates will vary slightly each year depending on the date of BMECS) so any qualifying show held after the mid July in a given year will qualify models to enter in the following 3 years of the BMECS 

The donation structure is: 

· £10.00 up to 100 classes

· £15.00 up to 200 classes

· £20.00 for over 200 classes.

Please Note: You must submit your application with the postage donation for your show to the BMECS Secretary at least 60 days in advance of your show date to enable your qualifier cards to be printed and mailed in time.
